The meeting commenced immediately after the Annual Meeting of the Parish Council & The Annual Parish Meeting.

1. Apologies for absence. None

2. Police Items. No police present but the Beat report was had been circulated.

3. Open Forum. Parishioners of Newton Regis, Seckington and No Man’s Heath Parish are invited to address the council on any relevant matter for a maximum of three minutes per person.

a) the Beech tree on Seckington Lane needs trimming. DH agreed to chase this with Highways and to also find out when the grass will be cut.

b) the grass on Kings Lane is very long. A resident asked if the Parish Council had a mower that the residents could use or purchase one. This could be used by the residents in addition to the Borough Council cuts.
Mr Horobin offered to store the mower. Mr Horobin thanked the Borough and County Council for the work that had been done recently but advised that here are still issues outstanding including a bad trip hazard on Kings Lane/Townsend Close. MH and DH will be conducting an inspection on their planned drive around the village.
Mr Horobin asked about the possibility of a solar light in the passageway at Townsend Close and if there was a date planned for the painting of the garages.

c) a resident from NMH asked about the lorry signs. MH advised that she had agreed to pay for the signs and that the County Council are waiting for quotes for the work.
MH also advised that NMH Village Signs would need to go through the Highways Department due to safety reasons, but she would follow it up.

Flooding is still an issue in NMH and rubbish had been dumped in Salt Street.  4x4 vehicles are still causing problems. DH will take up the issue again and asked that pictures be sent to him. MH advised that the flooding issue is listed to be done.

d) the waste bin in NMH is broken and needs replacing. A second bin on the Main Road is needed.

A resident advised  that those living in the area  were now  aware that the issue had been raised with the Parish Council and the issue was being monitored. It is hoped that this will deter any further fly tipping into the pond.
d)  there is a pile of shale on the Village Hall car park which could be used to fill the potholes. Volunteers are needed. It is hoped that this can be done before the Open Gardens event.
e) Dog fouling on the track at the side of the village hall is still happening. GH is to speak to Lyn about the possibility of installing cameras and the viability of a CCTV sign.

f) Ashby Road white lining – MH advised that Graham Stanley, at the CC, does not agree that there is a problem.

iii) the grass will need to be cut in the meantime. SW is to speak to his contact.

iv) the PC considered buying green bins for grass cuttings, but storage of the bins is an issue.
v) DC advised that there is funding available for a Community Orchard. She is to investigate the viability of using the bowling green and then this can be considered again.
vi) GH advised that there are significant funds available for significant projects. Any project must be sport orientated and asked if there was an appetite for change. Do we consider the bigger picture or keep the status quo? The demographics of the village are a major consideration so, possibly at the moment, there would be little appetite for change.

b)  Seckington
i) The planters need attention. A new volunteer is needed.

c) No Man’s Heath
i)  MR had done a walkabout round the village and had listed areas needing attention. The list was circulated at the meeting. GH is to collate the issues and forward them to MH and DH where  they are responsible.

ii) No Man’s Heath village hall has installed some new benches. The  Parish Council was asked if they would donate £150 towards the cost of a history board to be sited near the benches.
This was agreed unanimously, and the clerk will arrange the payment.
